Day 4:  Branson, MO
Today begins with Hot Rods & High Heels at the Clay Cooper Theatre. This lively production celebrates the sounds of  
the 1950s and ’60s with talented singers, dazzling costumes, and classic hits from some of  the greatest artists of  the era. 
Vintage flair, fun choreography, and feel-good nostalgia make this show a crowd favorite.This afternoon we visit the fascinating 
Titanic Museum, home to a half-scale replica of  the famous ship. This interactive museum features over 400 authentic 
artifacts, full-scale recreations such as the Grand Staircase, and immersive exhibits. Guests receive a boarding pass for an 
actual passenger and follow their journey through galleries that share the powerful stories of  those aboard the ill-fated 1912 
voyage. Next, enjoy the Hollywood Wax Museum, one of  Branson’s most popular attractions. Pose for photos with 
incredibly lifelike figures of  movie stars, musicians, and pop-culture icons as you step into themed sets and stroll through 
Hollywood history. This evening we attend one of  Branson’s most sought-after holiday shows at the Sight & Sound 
Theatre — The Miracle of  Christmas. Travel back to Bethlehem as the story of  Mary and Joseph unfolds, leading to the 
miraculous birth of  Jesus. With live animals, beautiful music, and breathtaking special effects, this spectacular production 
brings the Christmas story to life in an unforgettable way.

Day 5:  Branson, MO

Day 6:  Branson, MO to St. Joseph, MO
